6. The trust does not give grants or scholarships to individual applicants. Preference is given to projects to which the Trust can make an informed contribution. This is generally done through a project monitoring or steering group, consisting of representatives of the organisation which originates a project and includes a Northcote Trustee.
7. Other sources of funding for projects are welcomed and partnerships with co-funders are encouraged.  
8. Projects receiving Cicely Northcote Trust support must produce Annual Reports and Accounts
